In the 1970's, Chipko activities in Tehri Garhwal used to sing a song praising
their hills as paradise, the place of gods, where the mountains bloom with rare
plants and dense cedars. Chipko began as a movement to savg the indigenous
forests of oak and rhododendron from being felled by the forest department. It
soon became a wider assertion of local rights to the environment, protesting
against inappropriate policies imposed on the hilts by a distant plains based
caqpaign for regional autonomy. The state of Uttarkhand was formed in 2000
and many hoped that the region would finally chart the path of development
that was in harmony with its unique ecology and culture.

Ths recent rains, landslides and floods and the consequent human tragedy
makes us look more critically at our development narrative in the Himalayas.
The Himalayan ecology is fragile and geologically active. Earthquakes and
glacial lake outbursts are natural hazards. Man-made hazards have
exponentially increased the instability of the Himalayan larrdscape, cutting
mountains, blasting tunnels, blocking or diverting rivers has d.isastrous
consequences. Man's understanding of nature is poor, the ability to control and
manipulate it is poorer still. Development has to necessarily incorporate the
precautionary principle to anticipate potential harm and prevent it. For that a
conservative approach to construction in the hills is needed.
